 The average penny lasts 25 years and that pennies were the very first coins minted in the United States. In March 1793, 

the mint distributed 11,178 copper cents. (The amount of copper and zinc in the penny has changed significantly 

through the years.)

 There have been 11 different designs featured on the penny.

 The Lincoln penny was first minted and circulated in 1909, the 100th anniversary of his birth.

In a coin toss, always choose tails. On the penny, the side with Lincoln’s head 
weighs more and 9 times out of 10 the head will land down.

The penny is the only coin where the head of Lincoln faces to the right, all 
other heads face to the left. This was not done on purpose-it was simply the 
choice of the designer.
